What type of content do you accept?

· You can include one link in the byline, which will be displayed at the bottom of the post.
· Please reconsider controversial topics.

Formatting Guidelines

· Please format your guest post as an HTML document, so that I can copy and paste it into the WordPress HTML editor.
· Make sure to include the author byline at the bottom, about 2 lines, with the link to your website already formatted.  We want to make sure to promote your website!!
· Post should be anywhere from 250-500 words.
· Your post may be edited or returned with suggestions.  PLEASE do not be offended by this, writing is a process and we want to put your best work forward.
· Make any links relative to the post.

Submission Guidelines

If you have a post that meets the guidelines above, or have other questions, you can send it to me on the email morriskelly62@yahoo.com.  Please include the post in the body of the email itself, or as a .doc attachment.

While we sincerely appreciate all submissions, we cannot guarantee that your piece will be published.  It may or may not be used on The Morristribe’s website.

In short, before you send us your submission, please make sure it:
